First Day of School


The first day of school is filled with all different kinds of emotions.  Some of the children are filled with excitement and anticipation, while others face the first day with anxiety.  Know that you are always welcome to stay, but in other cases, it may be better for you to leave to help your child adjust.  If you are having a hard time or your child is, discuss this with your teacher or myself to help you decide what the best solution is. Remember to be on time when picking up your child.  Even the most confident child can become afraid if everyone has left and they are still there.  If you are going to be late, please call the office and let us know so that we can reassure your child that you will be here in a few minutes.

Tuition


Tuition is due the first of each month.  Please do not send the tuition with your child in their backpack, as it is too easily lost this way. You may always mail your tuition to us or use the lockbox located in the Preschool hallway by the Parent Board.

Outside Play


Whenever possible, we will take the children outside for play time. Please dress them appropriately for this.  Flip-flops are not appropriate.  They cause a safety concern on the playground.

Please send in an extra set of underwear, socks, short and long pants and a shirt for your child in case of an accident.  Place them in a gallon size Ziploc bag with your child’s name on the outside. There will be bins in the hallway by your teacher’s room for you to put the clothes in.
